Generator Placement refers to the location of the generator. Choose "Inside" if your generator will be placed in an outbuilding; choose "Outside" if it will not be placed in an outbuilding. Please note that any generators placed outside are required to have a protective metal casing. 
Generator Duty refers to the use of your generator. Choose "Primary" if you intend to rely solely on the power put out by your generator. Choose "Emergency" if you will only occasionally rely on the power put out by your generator.
A Remote Annunciator is a lit panel telling servicemen the condition of the generator (i.e. whether or not it is functioning properly).

A Transfer Switch is only used with an emergency generator. The switch shifts your power use from the electrical lines to your generator. Choose "Automatic" if you'd like the generator to immediately provide emergency power when the primary power is lost. Choose "Manual" if you'd like to pull a lever to make the shift. Choose "Not Applicable" if your generator provides primary power to your building.
Transfer Switch Placement refers to the location of your emergency generator's transfer switch. Choose "Inside" if your transfer switch box will be placed inside the main building. Choose outside if your transfer switch box will be placed outside the building. Choose "Not Applicable" if your generator provides primary power to your building.
The lighting circuit information you provide should include all lights you want your generator to power and their respective wattages. For example, a kitchen lighting circuit may contain two 100-watt bulbs and one 60-watt bulb. The total wattage for this kitchen lighting circuit would be 260 watts (W) or .260 kilo-watts (kW). (To convert from watts to kilowatts, simply divide the number of watts by 1000.)
We will coordinate the installation of the fuel lines and fuel tank for your generator with your preferred fuel provider. If you do not have a provider, we will use our preferred installer. Please note that billing for any fuel work will come from the installer, not from Jourdan's Electrical Contracting, Inc. There is no charge for coordinating this service.
A concrete pad is required for the generator to function properly. The generator sits on the concrete pad. We can either construct a cement pad and install it for a fee or coordinate the pad's construction and installation with your preferred provider free of charge. Your preferred provider will bill you for their service.
Excavation is required to install underground fuel lines, electrical cables, and the fuel tank. We will coordinate with your preferred provider for excavation. If you do not have a provider, we will use our preferred excavator. Please note that billing for any excavation will come from the excavator, not from Jourdan's Electrical Contracting, Inc. There is no charge for coordinating this service.
Generator maintenance includes changing the oil and the oil filter, checking the battery, checking efficiency, and ensuring proper general functioning. We provide annual and biannual maintenance. Annual maintenance costs $250 per service, and biannual maintenance costs $350 for both services.
